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Nomination/Application Process

Nomination

Partner Universities interested in sending their students to the University of 
Augsburg under the Erasmus+ programme should be aware of the following 
deadlines:

Nomination period for 

- Full Year or Winter Semester (1. Semester) or Summer Semester (2. 
Semester; of the following academic year):

April 1st - May 15th 

- Summer Semester (2. Semester; of the same academic year):

October 1st - November 15th 

In order to nominate students, Partner universities have to register online by 
using the username, password and the link they will receive by email.

Once logged onto Mobility-Online they have to choose "Create a new Erasmus+ 
nomination".
The following fields have to be filled out:
- exchange stay details (semester)
- student data ( last name, first name, gender, date of birth, email address)
- details on the home university (degree program, study level)
- miscellaneous (comment)
- Bilateral agreement (choose the appropriate ISCED-Code)

Admission/Application

After being nominated students receive an email with further instructions for 
admission and will then upload the application documents by themselves.
The home university will receive a copy of this email to confirm that the 
nomination was successful.
Students should be told to check their spam folder regularly.

Transcript of Records

The Transcript of Records (ToR) will be prepared and sent to the student’s home 
address after the Erasmus+ Office has received all grades of the student’s 
courses. How long this takes depends on how long the departments take to mark 
the exams. It may take until the start of the next semester.

Costs

The cost for one exchange semester in Augsburg is approximately € 4.000 per 
semester or € 670 per month (including food, insurance, housing etc).

At the start of each semester, students have to pay a social fee and semester 
ticket: € 114, 85 each semester.

Orientation Session Each semester, an orientation program is organized before the start of lectures. 
Details will be provided by the International Office to all nominated students.
